The Harp, Grey and Ringed 
seal populations is estimated 
at 10 million.

The Standing Senate 
Committee on Fisheries and 
Oceans estimates the average 
adult seal eats 1.5-2 tons of 
fish per year.

This equates to millions of 
tons of fish and seafood 
consumed by seals each year.

Harp seals alone eat over 18 times more fish than 
the entire Atlantic Canadian fishing fleet’s annual 
seafood harvest.

The 2019 hunt alone saved our fishery $250 million 
in fish resources that would otherwise be 
consumed by seals.

If the full quota was harvested, that value would 
be CAD$3.12 Billion.
